Most DC2010 Educational Sessions are Eligible toward NAGARA’s Local Government Archives and Records Administration Certificate Program

Supporting the development of knowledge and skills in the care and management of local government records is consistent with the mission of NAGARA’s entire membership: NARA, federal agencies who interact with local governments, state archives and records administrations, and state libraries.  The Local Government Archives and Records Administration Certificate Program was created to recognize local government officials’ achievements in obtaining a base of knowledge which may help them more effectively care for and manage their local government records. 

To earn a certificate, applicants must complete 40 hours of study which include a minimum of 1.5 hours in 8 of 11 core competency areas.   This may result in session hours totaling more than 40 hours.  A state-specific workshop on public records and meeting laws must be one of the eight core competencies completed.  Coursework must be completed within five years of the first professional development session applied toward the certificate’s requirements.  There is a $10 application fee, and membership in NAGARA is not required.
Following is a list of the certificate competency areas to which DC2010 Annual Meeting education sessions may be applied.  If you receive handouts or other evidence of attendance at any of these sessions, please retain that material to submit in support of your application for the Certificate at a later time.  Sessions have been listed under the various competency areas based on program descriptions but may be eligible for credit in other competency areas as well.  Applicants will need to determine the competency area to which they wish to apply a session’s hours.
